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The Jumby Bay Hawksbill Project is a long-term research and conservation program, 
monitoring the hawksbill sea turtle nesting colony on Long Island, Antigua in the 
West Indies. 
 
We are celebrating our 25th anniversary during 2011, and we’re proud that the 
project is going as strong as ever. The JBHP stands as the longest, continuous 
running hawksbill research program in the world. Since the project’s inception in 
1987, close to 400 nesting hawksbills have been individually identified and tagged, 
and hundreds of thousands of hatchlings have scurried down the sand into Pasture 
Bay to begin their life journeys. Many of those turtles first tagged back in the late 
1980s are still crawling upon Jumby Bay’s beaches more than 2 decades later! And 
new, first-time nesters appear as recruits to the population every year.

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Rum Tasting 

To appreciate fine aged rum, you 
need to use three senses - sight, 
smell and taste. The first step is 
to assess the color and clarity 
of the rum.  

You can also evaluate the body 
of rum by sight. Smell or nosing 
is the key to assessing rums and 
experienced blenders rely more 
on their nose than on their taste 
buds when blending.  

The tongue registers five 
specific sensations - acid, sweet, 
salt, bitter and harsh. Specific 
zones on the tongue detect each 
of these different sensations. 
Well-made rums are 
characterized as leaving a 
lasting impression or memory on 
the palate after they have been 
drunk. The sensation lasts for 
several seconds and is called 
the finish.
